II'fa and Rabbi Yochanan were learning
Torah together, but they were suffering from
great poverty.... so they started thinking
about leaving the Bais Medrash to earn a
Parnasa. One day, they were eating bread
together, and they happened to be sitting
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next to a shaky wall.

Two Malachim came over, and Rabbi
Yochanan overheard one Malach saying to
the other: Let’s topple this wall over them and
do away with them, since they are forsaking
eternal life [Torah] and instead pursuing
temporary livelihood [business]. The other
Malach responded: Leave them, since one of
them will continue learning Torah and will
become great.

Rabbi Yochanan who heard this exchange
asked II'fa: Did you hear something? Il'fa
replied: No. Rabbi Yochanan thought to
himself: If | heard this, it was surely meant for
me. So Rabbi Yochanan went back to his
learning, and eventually became a Rosh
Yeshiva and a Gadol B'yisroel. But Il'fa
though, although he was actually greater in
learning than Rabbi Yochanan, went into
business and he wasn’t Zoche. *hx

A: nyn staff is a stick which was once a live
tree, or branch that had already died; now it
became a useful stick to help a person
walking, etc. However, it can no longer
produce flowers or fruits or leaves, and it
can’t grow; it’s already dead and is lifeless. **
There are people who go through lots of
Tzaros, and they have plenty of Yi'ush until
they give up and become as good as dead,
with no energy left to fight for their issues in
life. They are resigned to their fate, and
retract into a passive mode. Actually, this is
the average person. People “retire” at a

young age. Their youthful vigor and
aspirations and hope and dreams are long
gone, and are never to be realized. hk

A Growing Person Is Always “Renewing”
And Never Gets Old with Yi'ush

“Why aren’t you
satisfied?” “Isn’t your elevated Levi status
enough for you?” Look at the stark contrast
between his strong reaction to Korach, and

Moshe when he was totally quiet & the Torah
says: i 2 TRQ 1Y nvn v'xnl Moshe was
exceptionally humble. In truth, a person who
isn’t Sameach B'chelko deserves a severe
tongue lashing. R' Shlomo Freifeld Zatzal
once told me that he [ i

deserves a good
whipping. Moshe’s
severe anger and
criticism is a Siman
of how serious is
not being a
Sameach B'chelko.
And he was dealing -~ J
with the biggest R' Shlomo Freifeld
giants in Klal Yisroel: a1 ro DY 'wiax men of
fame, etc. [and major Talmidei
Chachomim]. Moshe’s message: It’s all
worth nothing if you aren’t Sameach
B'chelko. *
And according to the Gr’al?, the issue that
caused Churban Bayis Sheni was because
there was no Bitachon, meaning no Sameach
B'chelko. Last week, the Torah dealt with the
Meraglim who didn't have Bitachon to
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Bitachon Weekly

overcome difficulties. This week, it's the basic
Sameach B'chelko aspect of Bitachon.  ***
And look how different Moshe is now! What
happened to his Anava??

Being Mach'nia
A 16-year-old Bachur in Bussiéres was doing
something wrong, and R’ Gershon Zatzal
yelled at him. That night, the Bachur went to
sleep, and he had already said K'riyas Sh’'ma
Al HaMitta, when suddenly he heard a knock
at his door. It was R' Gershon Zatzal telling

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him that he had made a Cheshbon
HaNefesh, and had decided that he had done
wrong by yelling at him. He was now asking
Me'chila. *x
This Bachur became one of R' Gershon’s top
Talmidim and a major M'zakeh HaRabim. He
is now about 80 years old, and he says that
he can’t forget this story. R' Gershon Zatzal
once potched a Bachur, and the next day he
called his Yeshiva together for a Shmuess.
During the Shmuess, he apologized to the
Bachur publicly for hitting him, and he said
that Hashem had punished him, and his hand
was full of pain all night long. This Bachur told
me this story, which he cannot forget [and he
loves R' Gershon Zatzal]. Frx
Someone once got angry at the Hanahala of
Novardok, and he left the Yeshiva and went
home. The next day, R' Gershon Zatzal made
a special trip, to fall down at his doorstep to
ask Me'chila. Needless to say, this brought
the boy back to Yiddishkeit. ko
Being Mach'nia was a major Inyan in
Novardok, and those who were into this
Sugya were proud of their ability to be
Mach'nia. Especially R' Gershon himself, and
R' Ozer Schwartz Zatzal and R' Chaim
Halperin Zatzal; they were all soft as butter,
and they were very sincere [it wasn't just a
game to be “Yotzei” asking Me'chila]. ~ *****
They believed that Hachna'a brings all the
Brachos, Yeshuos, and Refuos. | have seen
first-hand the power of Hachna'a when |
needed a Refua. Speaking softly and
listening to others, being M'vater and giving
in; not getting angry, and not answering back,
tolerating a difficult Matzav; all these are
forms of Hachna'a.
