The Rabbis taught in a Braisa: Regarding an ox that killed a person, the law is as follows: as long
as its guilty verdict was not yet reached, if the owner sold it, it is sold, i.e. the sale is valid; if he
consecrated it, it is consecrated; if he slaughtered it, its meat is permitted for benefit; if a
Shomer returned it to its owner’s domain, i.e. if after having been entrusted to a Shomer the ox
killed a man and then, before the ox was sentanced, the Shomer returned it to its owner, it is
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deemed returned. Once its guilty verdict was reached, however, if the owner sold it, it is not
sold; if he consecrated it, it is not consecrated; if he slaughtered it, its meat is forbidden for
benefit; if a shomer returned it to its owner’s domain, it is not deemed returned. R’ Yaakov says:
even after its guilty verdict was reached, if a Shomer returned it to its owner, it is deemed
returned. Etc. etc. What is the reason of the Rabbis? For regarding an ox that kills the Torah
states: The ox shall be stoned and also its owner shall be put to death. This implies: Asis the
procedure for the ox’s death, so is the procedure for the owner’s death. Accordingly, just as the
court may try the owner only in his presence, so too the trial of the ox may take place only in its
presence. And R’ Yaakov holds: This is reasonable with regard to the owners, since they are
capable of presenting a plea in their own defense. But is an ox then capable of presenting a
plea? Hence the court may try the ox even in its absence.

The text itself stated: Rav said: A thief pays the principle according to the value of the stolen
article when he stole it; and he pays the twofold payment, the fourfold and fivefold payments
according to the value of the stolen article at the time that he is sued in court. etc. etc.

The Gemara cites support for Rav’s ruling from a Braisa: R’ Chanina taught a Braisa in support of
Rav: If the householder, i.e. an unpaid custodian, claimed that a deposit he was safekeeping was
stolen, and swore to that effect, but then admitted that in fact he took the item for himself, and
that he had sworn falsely, and witnesses also came and testified that he took the item for
himself, the law is as follows: If he admitted his guilt before the witnesses came and testified
against him, he pays the principal and the “one-fifth” surcharge, and he brings an Asham
offering. But if he admitted his guilt only after the witnesses came and testified against him, he
pays the twofold payment and brings an Asham offering, and his “one-fifth” surcharge is
accounted for with his two fold payment; these are the words of R’ Yaakov.

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For it was taught in a Braisah: R’ Yakov says the verse that states: “But this may you eat from all
creeping things that fly,” teaches this you may eat, implying but you may not eat a nonkosher
creeping creature that flies. Why, regarding a nonkosher creeping creature that flies, it is written
explicitly in the Torah that it is prohibited to eat! Rather, the Braisa means to teach as follows:
You may not eat a nonkosher creeping creature that flies; but you may eat what a nonkosher
flying creature produces. And what is this? This is bees’ honey. It could be thought that this
leniency includes also the honey of Gizin and Wasps. You should say that this is not true. The
honey of those species is forbidden. And if you ask: But what did you see to include honey of
bees in this leniency and to exclude the honey of Gizin and of wasps, | will respond: | include
Bees’ honey, which has no accompanying name, and | exclude the honey of Gizin and of wasps,
which has an accompanying name. (Artscroll)
