The friend, who had 
only recently completed ren-
ovations on his magnificent 
home, watched as the front 
wall blew up. This was a spe-
cial wall made completely of 
glass, and it cracked with a 
huge crash, its shards spread-

ing everywhere. Baruch Hash-
em, although the outside of 
the house was a picture of 
total destruction, the interior 
of the house remained stable. 
Yishai and his friend ran to 
the sealed room and locked 
themselves inside.

Not knowing what was go-
ing on outside, they stayed in 
the sealed room, and not un-
til 18 hours later did soldiers 
come to save them.

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at the fact that he was actu-
ally alive. They were literally 
in the inferno, and b’chasdei 
Hashem they were saved!

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When Leah had her fourth son, she named him Yehudah (from the word to thank), stating 
“this time I will thank Hashem” (29:35). Our Rabbis teach (Berachos 7b) that from when the 
world was created, there was nobody who thanked Hashem until Leah. Surely this is very 
hard to understand After all, does this mean that all the tzadikim before her didn’t thank 
Hashem? In fact, the Torah tells us that the Avos used to build a mizbeach out of gratitude to 
Hashem. So how could this be?  

The Maharam Shick explains that Leah was the first person to make a permanent reminder 
of Hashem’s kindness, by naming her son Yehudah. Every time Leah would say his name, 
she would be reminded of the tremendous kindness that Hashem did for her. Therefore, her 
entire life, she would be reminded of this great kindness from Hashem. So Leah was the first 
to thank Hashem in such a way.

We can learn from Leah to make a permanent sign in order to remember a kindness which 
Hashem did for us. This will ensure that we won’t forget it, even decades after.  One way 
we can do this is to write down what we are grateful for in a journal and review it every so 
often. This practice is nothing new. In fact, over 800 years ago, Rabbeinu Tam encouraged 
both writing such a journal and reviewing it once a week. Rav Chaim Shmulevitz was quoted 
as saying that just as we have the Megilas Esther, really every Jew should write their own 
Megilas Esther, keeping track of all the miracles that they constantly experience.

The Mir Yeshivah miraculously survived the war and witnessed countless miracles that de-
fied all odds. Rav Chatzel Levenstein, the Mashgiach at the time, ensured that all these mir-
acles were written down in a megillah to make sure they would not be forgotten, known as 
megilas nes.  

Writing them down isn’t the only suggesting to remember these kindnesses. We can think of 
other ways too. This story is just one possible example.

Rabbi Yitzchak Zilberstein recounts that he once went to visit a prominent talmid chacham in 
his study. He was surprised to see that the wall was full of newspaper clippings. He noticed 
that the clippings recorded events when there was great danger at stake, yet Hashem saved 
us. These clippings were just from one month alone! One clipping reported the capture of 
a terrorist who was on the verge of carrying out a large attack. Another recorded a rocket 
that fell in Sderot, yet miraculously no one was physically injured. The talmid chacham told 
Rabbi Zilberstein, “For many years I used to have feelings of gratitude, but they always wore 
off. I hear about stories of Nissim, yet just forgot about them after time. I decided to make a 
permanent reminder of the kindnesses that occurred. I looked out for news articles which dis-
cussed recent salvations and to stick them onto my wall, 
in order that I don’t forget Hashem's great kindnesses 
and how He is always looking out for us.

R’ Eliyahu Dushitzer relates 
that there was a mechalel 

Shabbos who, in his opinion, 
became one of the “lamed-
vav (36) tzaddikim” through 
an interaction with the 
Chofetz Chaim.

This man was a pharmacist, 
and every day he provided 
people with their prescrip-
tions and remedies for their 
ailments and sicknesses. 
One day, the Chofetz Chaim 
came in to pick up some 
medication, and as he was 
leaving, he went over to the 
pharmacist and gave him a 
big hug. 

“I’m so jealous of you,” the 
Chofetz Chaim told him.

“Me?” the pharmacist ex-

claimed. “I’m a simple per-
son, and I’m not even obser-
vant. Why do you envy me?”

The Chofetz Chaim told 
him, “You’re saving lives 
with every prescription that 
you fill. Chazal say that ‘one 
who saves a neshamah is 
considered as if he saved an 
entire world,’ and therefore 
you’re saving entire worlds 
with your work every day!” 

This was the only conver-
sation he ever had with 
the Chofetz Chaim, yet it 
changed his entire life. From 
then on, he started valuing 
the job that he had, and it 
led to him keeping other 
mitzvos until he became ful-
ly observant. 

There are many outstand-
ing points in this story, but 
two points to note are: 1) 
how the Chofetz Chaim in-
fluenced this man in such 
caring way, and 2) the great 
effect of valuing mitzvos.

UNIQUE MITZVAH!

When we think of “expen-
sive articles,” we proba-
bly think of diamonds or 
gems, or other things we 
associate with rich people. 
The wealthy possess such 
things, we think, but not 
simple people. But, in truth, 
the true “gem” is given to us, 
the Yidden. We are the ones 
who have the real gems, 
while whatever value we at-
tribute to the other type is 
only artificial and fake. 

R’ Shlomo Farahi relays an 
incredible story that brings 
out this point: 

“I have many congregants 
who, when the need arises, 
are ready to invest in unique 
and rare mitzvos that come 
up. For example, there are 
times in which a Jew might 
not be able to afford a prop-
er burial, and I ask my con-
gregants if they would want 
to partake in the opportuni-
ty, and they gladly respond.

“One time, I got a call from 
a Holocaust survivor who 
was interested in starting to 
putting on tefillin each day. 
However, he did not have 

the money to buy himself a 
pair, so I informed the peo-
ple in my community about 
this special tzedakah oppor-
tunity.

“An unusual number of peo-
ple responded to this partic-
ular request. Many people 
wanted to partake in this 
rare mitzvah, and the mon-
ey I received was far great-
er than what was needed to 
cover the cost of the tefillin. 
We bought the tefillin, made 
a respectable spread for the 
occasion, and he started 
wearing them.

“One week later, I received 
a call from an individual 
requesting to participate in 
buying the tefillin for the 
man who didn’t have. To his 
disappointment, I told him 
that the tefillin had already 
been purchased, and that 
everything had been paid 
for.

“The man on the phone 
asked if he could be put in 
contact with one of the do-
nors who might agree to sell 
their share in the mitzvah, 
saying that it would mean 
so much to him to just be 

able to take part. 

“I gave him two of the do-
nors’ numbers, hoping that 
they would agree to sell part 
of their mitzvah. With that, 
he contacted them, asking 
if they’d sell him a share in 
this mitzvah. But neither of 
them agreed!

“‘I’ll pay any amount, even 
for just a small piece of the 
mitzvah!’ the requester told 
them, but they were unwill-
ing to relinquish any part, 
not even for any amount. 

“Later, when I asked one of 
the donors who were con-
tacted why he refused, he 
told me something amazing. 
‘I wasn’t initially going to 
say no,’ he said. ‘But when 
I saw how he was willing 
to pay all the money in the 
world for the zchus, I start-
ed to feel how chashuv it 
was. Then I started think of 
the eternity that’s awaiting 
me for this act, and I just 
couldn’t just give that up.’”

When hearing this story, we 
start feeling the true value 
of a mitzvah. It’s the most 
valuable thing in the world! 
The yetzer hara makes us

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Peter, the own-
er of a tile com-
pany in New 
Jersey, once 
shared the fol-
lowing story 
with a frum Jew 
he met. 

“A few years 
ago, the Yeshi-
vah of Philadelphia hired my company to 
redo the floors in their beis medrash. We 
gave them a price quote, and when they 
agreed to it, we ordered the sand and tiles 
we needed and began the job. After we fin-
ished, the yeshivah paid the agreed-upon 
sum, but before I left, one of the rabbis 
came over to me and handed me a check for 
an additional 400 dollars. When I asked 
him what it was for, he explained, ‘Rabbi 
Kamenetzky, the rosh yeshivah, noticed 
that you ordered additional sand while 
you were in the middle of the job. He re-
alized that you initially miscalculated the 
amount you would need, and the job ended 
up costing you more than you expected. So 
he made some calls to find out how much 
the extra sand cost you, and he is giving 
you this extra money to cover the expense. 
He insists that you accept it.’”

Peter was deeply moved by the experience. 
“Never in my life have I received money for 
something when I didn’t ask for it,” he said 
with feeling. “What an amazing Rabbi!"

In the fifth chapter of Hilchos Deios, the 
Rambam lists a number of distinguishing 
characteristics of a talmid chacham; he de-
scribes how a talmid chacham should set 
himself apart from society in his conduct, 
in the way he eats and drinks, in the way 

he dresses, in 
the way he does 
business, and 
so forth. The 
Rambam then 
concludes, “The 
general rule is 
that he should 
be among the 
pursued and not 

among the pursuers, among the offended 
and not among the offenders. A person who 
does all these things and the like is an ex-
ample of what the pasuk describes as, ‘Avdi 
atah, Yisrael asher becha espaar — You are 
My servant, Yisrael in whom I take pride.”

What does the Rambam mean when he 
enjoins a talmid chacham to be “the pur-
sued and not the pursuer”? Rav Mattisyahu 
Salomon shlita explains (Matnas Chaim, 
Maamarim, vol. 2 p. 378) that the true 
realm of a Jew is Olam Haba; for a Jewish 
person, Olam Hazeh is merely a transient 
stop on the way to his ultimate destination. 
A rodef, someone who pursues another 
person, declares through his actions that 
the material world is important to him, so 
much so that he will engage in aggression in 
order to take something that is not rightful-
ly his. This mode of conduct stands in sharp 
contrast to Chazal’s teaching (Derech Eretz 
Zuta, ch. 1), “The way of talmidei chacho-
mim is to be humble and lowly in spirit … 
and beloved by every person, and to say, ‘I 
have no desire for anything in this world, 
for this world is not mine.’”

The Rambam, then, is teaching us the im-
perative to become “Olam Haba Yidden,” 
people for whom the World to Come, not 
this world, is the focus of their lives. And 
when a person becomes an “Olam Haba

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Yid,” this attitude 
pervades every as-
pect of his life. 
Thus, the Rambam 
describes this ideal 
with examples such 
as, “He praises his 
fellow man and nev-
er speaks ill of him; he loves and pursues 
peace,” and, “A talmid chacham is careful 
about what he says, he eats and drinks and 
supports his family in keeping with his fi-
nances and his level of success, and he does 
not exert himself unduly.”

An Olam Haba Yid is perhaps most recogniz-
able in the way he conducts business. Here, 
too, we turn to the Rambam for his descrip-
tion: “The business dealings of a talmid cha-

cham are truthful 
and honest. He says 
‘no’ when he means 
no, and he says ‘yes’ 
when he means yes. 
He is exacting with 
himself in his calcu-
lations, but he gives 

in to others and is not exacting with them… 
He obligates himself to others even when 
the Torah does not obligate him to do so, 
and he remains faithful to his word and nev-
er fails to keep it. If others owe him money, 
he will be patient and forgiving with them, 
and he will be a gracious lender. He will not 
encroach on his fellow’s profession, and he 
will never in his life cause distress to any-
one else.” Such a person, the Rambam con-
cludes, is a true source of glory to Hashem.

Q and A's 

Question: Which two letters are not found in the brachah of Asher Yatzar?   

Answer: Rav Don Segal shlit"a pointed out that the only letters which do not appear in Asher Yatzar are  "ז" 
and "ט" because they represent two stomach disorders called זיוה and טחורים. Perhaps we can explain that since 
this is the brachah that gives us health, we do not want to even allude to any type of disease, as doing so could 
weaken the potency of this special refuah. How great is the power of Asher Yatzar! 

Question: Where in the berachah of Asher Yatzar do we find a hint to the number of limbs in the human 
body? 

Answer: The Tur (6:1) writes that the words   "חלולים חלולים" equal 248 which is the number of limbs in the 
human body. Perhaps the reason Chazal included this reference to all the limbs was in order to ensure that the 
special cure of Asher Yatzar goes to all parts of our body. Another possible reason is so that our thanks to 
Hashem will include all our limbs – not just the digestive tract!

It's a Stunning World!
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Our lips play a central 
role in our speech, like 
we mentioned when we 
discussed the functions 
of our teeth. 

Chazal teach us that 
there are five different 
groups of sounds that 
come from our mouth, 
and we have five or-

gans which are used in 
composing our speech. 
The five איברים are our 
throat, palate, tongue, 
teeth and lips. 

Our lips produce the 
four letters, ב,ו,מ,פ. In the 
alphabet it corresponds 
to the letters, b,v,m,p. 
if we were missing this 

s o u n d , 
it would 
greatly lim-
it our vo-
cabulary. In 
הקודש  ,לשון 
the letter '  'ו
is the most 
used letter 
from the 
whole Aleph 
Beis.

 In addi-
tion to this, 
our lips are 
i n v o l v e d 
g e n e r a l l y 
in all of our 

speech. They help finish 
off, smoothen and polish 
our speech. Due to this, 
our lips are in constant 
motion when we speak, 
regardless of which let-
ters we are using. This is 
something we can easily 
experiment with and dis-
cover. 

Try saying any simple 
sentence, without mov-
ing your lips. For exam-
ple, try to say the short 
sentence of – “I crossed 
the street”. You can say 
it, but it’s missing the 
gentle sound we usually 
have when we speak. It 
sounds robotic, metallic, 
and even harsh. Our lips 
play an important role in 
our speech and commu-
nication.

Let’s bring out anoth-
er angle to the Chasdei 
Hashem found in the 
role our lips play in com-

munication. This that 
our lips act as a partner 
and helper to all of our 
speech, is invaluable for 
people who are deaf. 
When they learn the skill 
of lip reading, they are 
able to understand peo-
ple by watching the con-
stant varied movements 
of their lips without ac-
tually hearing what they 
are saying. 

This point applies to 
all of us, whom Hash-
em blessed with healthy 
ears. 

When someone talks 
to us, without realizing 

it, we very often under-
stand what they are say-
ing by combining some 
basic lip reading with 
what we hear. 

Sometimes people 
speak unclearly or in a 
low tone, or there is a 
lot of background noise; 
we often 
resort to 
the lip 
m o v e -
ment to 
u n d e r -
s t a n d 
w h a t 
they are 
s a y i n g . 

For example, someone 
quietly whispers -”no”, 
it’s easily discernible 
from his lips that he said 
‘no’ and not ‘yes’, even 
if we can’t hear him. So 
we all benefit from lip 
movement in our verbal 
communication.

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THE SUNDEW (FLY PAPER 
TRAP) PLANT

We spoke about the Ve-
nus Fly Trap. It’s called a 
snap trap since it catches 
its prey by snapping close. 

Now we will discuss a to-
tally different type of car-
nivorous plant. It goes un-
der the category of moving 
flypaper trap plants. We 
will see a few of these 
types of plants. They all 
go under the group called 
Drosera plants. Translat-
ed into normal language, 
they are different types 
of plants called Sundew 
plants. 

Keep in mind that these 
are plants. Plants have no 
brains. They know noth-

ing, yet, it will seem that 
they “know” a whole lot 
of things. To understand 
better what I am writing 
here please look at the 
pictures. Typically, these 
types of Sundew plants 
are like a vertical popsicle. 

Out of the plant there 
grows long colorful (usu-
ally orange or red) sensi-
tive glandular hairs or ten-
ticles. It’s called glandular 
since they have import-
ant glands in them as 
we shall soon explain. 
They are actually like 
the tentacles found on 
an octopus that can 
wrap around their prey 
they are capturing. So, 
here’s how it goes. 

Out of these tentacles 
there are globs of clear 
looking dew with a hon-
ey look, that’s really a 
very powerful glue! But 
that alone won’t do a 
good enough job to attract 

insects, so they also have 
glands in them that pro-
vide sweet smelling nectar 
in them as well and that 
will surely attract plenty 
of insects. So, let’s pause 
and think about this. Do 
you know how to make a 
deceptive looking glue, or 
any type of glue? I don’t 
have a clue how to do 
this. Yet this totally brain-
less plant “knows” how to 

make a very powerful de-
ceptive looking glue with 
which 

The UniverseThe Universe
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to catch insects. Oh! I for-
got, it also “knows” that 
there are insects to catch. 
But not only does it know 
how to make this decep-
tive glue, it also “knows” 
that insects like sweet 
things so it put nectar 
into the glue. That’s a lot 
of things for a brainless 
plant to “know”. 

Ok, so the insect was 
fooled into landing on the 
glue trap. It immediately 

gets stuck. Of course, it 
starts to struggle to try 
to get off the trap. Well 
guess what? The more 
it struggles the more it 
(somehow) stimulates 
the surrounding tenta-
cles to start bending to-
wards the struggling in-
sect. 

How can these hairs 
bend to surround the in-
sect? Whose plan is this 
and how can it be carried 

out? The hairs 
surround the 
insect with a 
force strong 
enough that 
it can hold 
down a large 
struggling in-
sect! Slowly 
but surely, 
the top part 
of the entire 
stem that the 
tentacles are 
growing out 

of starts to bend and curl 

over the insect. (See the 
picture).

This continues until the 
stem curls completely 
over the insect thereby 
suffocating it. 

How can this happen? 
How can the stem curl 
around the insect to suf-
focate it? The plant has a 
whole method for killing 
the insect. This is beyond 
amazing! Who gave it this 
plan? And now what? So, 
it’s dead, what does it do 
with 
it?
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So, “luckily” the hairs 
have special glands that 
send out special diges-
tive enzymes to digest 
the insect! 

Again, we must won-
der in astonishment. 
Enzymes are extreme-
ly complicate chemical 
structures that accom-
plish many feats. How can 
this all happen? (Is there 
the slightest chance in the 
world that this could all 
happen by accident?) And 
there’s more. 

You need special 
glands to take 
the digested in-
sects’ nutrients 
and have a way 
to transport 
them into the 
internal parts 
of the plant so 
that it can ben-
efit from the 
nutrition. 
Don’t 

worry. B”H, there’s special 
absorption glands that 

absorb the nutrients and 
then transfer the nutri-
tion into the plant for the 
crucially needed nutri-
tion that it provides. This 
of course is quite a com-
plicated process as well. 

Finally, after a few days, 
when the entire process is 

finished, the plant re-
opens and is ready to 
start all over again! 

How amazing is Hash-
em’s world! There’s 
no way possible for 

any of these processes to 
come about by accident, 
let alone have the abili-
ty to function all togeth-
er in such harmony. It’s 
all Hashem’s handiwork! 

Hashem created 
these amazing 
plants and all His 
other creatures 
for US to see 
His great amaz-
ing wisdom and 
thereby learn 
to be aware of 
Hashem and His 

greatness!

1.	 The seed has all the bits 
and pieces of information to 
produce more wheat which 
is needed in the production 
of bread.

2.	 The seed stays fresh and 
does not rot so you can 
gather them and plant a 
whole crop's worth.

3.	 Soil is only found on earth.

4.	 Soil is the perfect environ-
ment for the seed to grow.

5.	 The soil is a natural habitat 
for ants to live in and also 
for the inchworm.

6.	 The ant is an amazing crea-
ture that constantly is mak-
ing holes in the ground. It 
tills the ground because 
Hashem put into its nature 
to constantly look for food. 

7.	  The Inchworm bores bigger 
holes in the ground which 
is also a form of tilling the 
ground

8.	 Vegetation grows in the 
ground.

9.	   The soil also produces all 

different types of vege-
tation.

10.	  This so happens to be the 
perfect food for the Inch-
worm.

11.	  After it eats, the food goes 
through an amazingly com-
plicated digestive system.

12.	  The Inchworm's body pro-
duces waste. 

13.	 The waste is very good fer-
tilizer for the soil to help the 
growth of the wheat.

14.	 When the worm dies, it de-
composes and is good fertil-
izer for the plants.

15.	 Different germs and bac-
teria grow in the soil to im-
prove the soil for the growth 
of the plants. 

16.	 The seed reacts with the 
water to start to decom-
pose. 

17.	 This enables that the water 
should continue to make 
the seed rot.

18.	  Water is made of two gas-
es.

19.	 The soil is a cool atmo-
sphere. 

20.	 Soil is porous allow-
ing it to absorb water which 

is a necessity for the seed.

21.	 This causes the seed to de-
compose when you put the 
seed in the earth. 

22.	 No matter how the seed is 
placed in the soil, the root 
goes down. 

23.	 The stem goes up no matter 
how it is placed. 

24.	 The plant survives on rain-
water.

25.	 The ocean is full of salt wa-
ter which cleanses the wa-
ter from impurities.

26.	 The sun shines on the water.

27.	 The sun is millions of miles 
away and yet it has an effect 
on earth. 

28.	 If the sun would be too close 
it would burn the earth

29.	 If the sun would be too far, 
the world would freeze

30.	 The sun is a ball of gases.

31.	 The sun constantly gives off 
heat by chemical reactions. 

32.	 The molecular structure 
of water is so that when 

it gets hot, it starts to 
change. 

33.	 The water turns into water 
vapor. 

34.	 Water vapor is lighter than 
air, so it rises.

35.	 The sun sets in order to let 
the earth have a rest and 
certain insects work at 
night. 

36.	 The earth spins in a cycle 
which causes the sun to set.

37.	 It is in constant motion nev-
er stopping.

38.	 Everything in the world is 
stationary and the move-
ment not felt.

39.	 The moon an orb in the sky.

40.	 It has a certain cycle.

41.	 It reflects the sunlight.

42.	 It has an effect on the mois-
ture of earth which is neces-
sary for growth.

43.	 The earth spins in an angle 
so that sometimes it is clos-
er to the sun and sometimes 
it is further.

44.	 The sun has a force on the 
earth. 





45.	 This causes all differ-
ent seasons and climates. 

46.	 During the cold season the 
earth stops producing as 
much giving a rest to the 
earth enabling it to give off 
a better crop. 

47.	 There are many dust parti-
cles in the air. 

48.	 When the water rises, it 
leaves over all the salt and 
dirt from the ocean.

49.	 The water combines with 
the dust particles.

50.	 It starts to accumulate into 
a cloud.

51.	 Cold air sinks.

52.	 Hot air rises.

53.	 The difference causes air 
current.

54.	 The wind blows inland.

55.	  The Clouds move inland.

56.	 The cloud gets heavy with 
water.

57.	 The cloud releases the wa-
ter. 

58.	 Gravity brings down the wa-
ter to the earth. 

59.	 There is a negative 
cloud.

60.	 There is a positive cloud. 

61.	 When they rub together they 
make lightning.

62.	 Lightning travels to the 
ground. 

63.	 The lightning has tremen-
dous heat. 

64.	 The air has in it a gas called 
nitrogen. 

65.	 The lightning makes a 
chemical reaction with the 
nitrogen making nitrites. 

66.	 The nitrites are a very good 
fertilizer to help the growth 
of the plants.

67.	 	 The stem starts to 
push itself out of the soil.

68.	 	 The sunlight has ener-
gy.

69.	 The plants know how to ab-
sorb the energy.

70.	 	 The plant turns green 
called photosynthesis.

71.	 	 As the plant grows 
the roots also grow in order 
that the plant shouldn't fall 
down.

72.	 	 The roots 
absorb the water.

73.	 	 The roots send water to 
the whole plant. 

74.	 The roots send water to the 
whole plant. 

75.	 The leaves send energy to the 
whole plant. 

76.	 Carbon dioxide is made up of 
two different elements.  

77.	 The leaves absorb the CO2. 

78.	 The leaves give off oxygen as 
byproduct. When all the Co2 
in the vicinity of the plant gets 
used, how does it get more? 
The wind blows new air with 
CO2.

79.	 There is a constant produc-
tion of CO2 because animals 
breathe out CO2.

80.	 When they breathe in oxygen, 
the by-product is CO2. 

81.	 The rains come only certain 
times during the year. 

82.	 These times are beneficial and 
are the exact time the plants 
need water. 

83.	 The amount is not too much to 
drench them. 

84.	 It doesn't come too forcefully. 

85.	 It doesn't come too little 
for the plants. 

86.	 Sometimes it comes like 
small needles to penetrate the 
ground. 

87.	 It doesn't keep on pouring 
which would also drown the 
plants. 

88.	 The plant stem starts to rise 
straight up and it is elevated 
from the ground enabling it to 
be cut easier. 

89.	 They grow in a straight line so 
they don't get tangled. 

90.	 Very bendable to they don't 
break in the wind. The leaves 
absorb the nutrients and bring 
it down to the roots.  

91.	 Each one miraculously knows 
how much to give to each part 
of the plant. 

92.	 After the stem reaches a cer-
tain height it starts to produce 
the grain. 

93.	 The grain is on the top where it 
can get the most sunlight and 
not be affected by the shade of 
the stem. 

94.	 They grow in the spring when 
the sunlight starts increasing 
because it is necessary to have 
a lot of sun.

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95.	 The field is full of 
green stalks of wheat when 

they become ripe they give 
a sign changing from green 
to white what a miracle that 
the plant knows that a per-
son sees different colors. 

96.	 Now comes the time to har-
vest and you need a sickle 
to cut the wheat.  A sickle 
is made of metal, which is 
found in the earth mixed 
with impurities.

97.	 When the metal is heated 
with extreme heat then the 
impurities go out because 
they burn out and the metal 
is left over.  This is a miracle 
that the metal doesn't burn 
out and the other stuff does.

98.	 You can mold metal any 
shape you want. 

99.	 The metal dries and be-
comes hard. 

100.	 The stalks are very soft, not 
hard, so without great diffi-
culty it can be cut, not like a 
tree that needs a lot of time 
to cut. (A miracle that these 
things need to be used on a 
constant basis are easy to 
cut or pluck).	

101.	 Metal becomes very 

sharp in order to cut it. 

102.	 It's also very strong so it 
doesn't break.

103.	 The sheaths of wheat are 
very light in order that you 
can bundle it and transport 
it.

104.	 Flax is a plant that grows 
from the ground. 

105.	 Their stalks can be used as 
string.

106.	 String enables one to tie 
the sheaths and transports 
them easily.

107.	 The sun dries them out and 
can stay as kernels a long 
time without spoiling.

108.	 The kernel is made up of (at 
least) two parts, the grain 
and the shell (chaff) which 
is made to protect the ker-
nel from spoiling.	

109.	 Hashem made the kernel that 
it can be easily removed by 
rubbing it vigorously.  The 
way it was done it was put on 
the floor and you put a piece 
of wood on top of it.

110.	 Wood comes from a tree 
that grows very tall and has 
a big trunk that is quite 

strong unlike the stalk 
of the wheat. 

111.	 The wood can be carved in 
different shapes without 
breaking and it is made into 
ridges to press on the wheat 
kernels. 

112.	 The man stands on the wood 
and hold onto straps which 
hold onto an animal that goes 
around in circles etc.

113.	 The straps that the man holds 
onto are made of leather. 

114.	 Leather comes from the hide 
of an animal.

115.	  Leather is formed by a pro-
cess called tanning and it is 
very durable and lasts a long 
time.

116.	 Salt is used for tanning. 

117.	 Salt is made of two gases. 

118.	 Eventually it dries and be-
comes ready for use. 

119.	 It's a big miracle that the an-
imal is domestic and listens 
to orders and is not wild and 
doesn't have big demands 
and is happy to go around in 
circles.

120.	 The person is heavy enough 

to put pressure on the 
kernels to separate the ker-
nel from the chaff but not to 
crush it so that you can re-
trieve it. 

121.	 Hashem made that the chaff 
is lighter than the kernel so 
when it is thrown in the air it 
gets separated easily. 

122.	 Also, the good stays in one 
place and the bad part gets 
blown away. 

123.	 The grain is thrown in the 
air with the strength of one 
person.

124.	  It is thrown up with a pitch-
fork which is a tool made of 
metal and wood. 

125.	 Thank Hashem for gravity or 
they would never land or the 
wind is not so strong to blow 
it away.

126.	 Afterwards, it is taken to a 
grinder which consists of two 
rocks that come from moun-
tainous parts of the earth 
that aren't soft like dirt.

To carve out a rock you need a chisel 
which is metal and when it is shaped a 
certain way it can penetrate rock.
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A hammer is made of wood and 
metal and you hit it on the chisel and 
it knocks away at the rock.

	

	
	
	

The rock has to be transferred to the 
grinding place so a wagon is made of 
a wooden box that is strong enough to 
contain a big rock.

The wagon needs wheels that 
are carved from wood in a circle.

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Q: The Gemara Moed katan 18a brings a story 
where Shmuel's brother said something that 
could sound like a curse (unintentionally) to 
Shmuel. Then, one of Shmuel's relatives died. 
Shmuel got angry at his brother (he threw his 
cut nails at him). He said, “Don't you know 'ברית 
 "?כרותה לשפתים
1. We always hear on 'A Life With Bitachon' to 
take people out of the picture and put Hashem 
there instead. How could it be that Shmuel was 
putting his brother in the picture and blaming 
him?
2. We always hear how everything Hashem does 

is good, so why was Shmuel getting angry and upset at a good thing?
3. It sounds very scary and frightening that just because someone says something, even un-
intentionally, he could destroy someone's life? We hear on 'A Life With Bitachon' that Hash-
em runs a perfect world. How could this be considered perfect?

A. First of all, it’s very important to note that this is the biggest reason to prove Rabbi Avigdor 
Miller’s yesod that a person needs a live Rebbe to teach him mesorah, to teach him what it 
means to live with Hashem, to live with emunah and bitachon. You can have all the sefarim in 
the world, but if you don’t have a mesorah, you don’t have a Rebbe, you can take even a gema-

ra and turn it into kefira and apikorsus.
This would be an example where people would 
say, “Ah, you see a proof, people have bechi-
ra to affect others, because it says, ברית כרותה 
”לשפתים
The Chovos Halevavos in Shaar HaBitachon 
writes over and over and over and over and he 
doesn’t stop writing it, that chas vshalom to 
ever think that any human being has any koach 
whatsoever! He’s a powerless creature.
The Chofetz Chaim in his sefer Shem Olam says 
that wherever it seems like a human being 
has the power to affect others, it’s only that 
a human being can be megalgilin zechus al 
yedei zakai or megalgilin chov al yedei chayav. 
It means that either you can be a shaliach of 
Hashem to carry out something good, or you 
can be a shaliach of Hashem to carry out some-
thing that’s not openly good but rather it’s hid-
den good. That’s what the Chofetz Chaim says.
With this hakdama, now we can go to the ge-
mara.

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When a person’s action or words seem to affect 
others, it’s either a situation of megalgilin zechus 
al yedei zakai and he was a shaliach for good, or 
it was a situation of megalgilin chov al yedei cha-
yav, and he was a shaliach for hidden good. Cha-
yav is called hidden good, because everything is 
good. Our job in this world, what Hashem wants 
from us, He’s asking us to be a shaliach of open 
good. Even though everything is good, Hashem 
wants us to be a shaliach of open good, not hid-
den good. 
Shmuel was telling his brother that he said some-

thing that seemed to result in hidden good, and even though obviously of course everything 
would have happened anyway, he was the shaliach.  Shmuel wasn’t getting angry.  He was act-
ing and pretending as if he was getting angry, in order to motivate his brother for the future to 
learn from the story to make it his life’s career to go around saying only positive words. This is 
the lesson that we are supposed to learn from the story as well. Like this we can be the shaliach 
of Hashem to give everyone open good.
And therefore, of course he wasn’t angry. The Rambam says a person is never allowed to get 
angry. Hashem, says the Chofetz Chaim, never gets angry, no one gets angry. You’re not allowed 
to get angry. It’s just a show, a puppet show, to motivate a person for the future to be able to 
be careful in what their life’s mission is.
And that’s what Shmuel was saying. I 
want your life’s mission to go the oppo-
site extreme. Go around saying positive 
words, go around saying it looks geval-
dik, everyone’s amazing, you’re great, 
you’re this and that…
Once a person takes the mussar of 
Shmuel, to be a shaliach of megalgilin 
zechus al yedei zakai, now he doesn’t 
have to feel bad that he was megalgilin 
chov al yedei chayav. Because now he’s 
growing from what he did, the gemara 
says that now even what he did turns 
into a mitzvah, because when a person 
grows from his experience it turns into 
a mitzvah. Like we know that bmakom 
sh’baalei teshuva omdid ein tsaddikim 
gemurim omdim, and then he becomes 
a zakai again.

Q. There is a lot of clean-
ing that needs to be done 
around the house, and I ask 
my children to help clean up. 
But some of them are simply 
not interested. 

It's so frustrating that my 
children aren't pitching in 
when there is so much that 
needs to be done. 

Also, I want to be mechanech 
my children to help around 
the house. But in order to 
get them to help, I have to 
practically twist their arms. 
What is the emunah and bi-
tachon perspective about 
this?

A. The reason you feel frus-
trated that your children ar-
en't helping is because you 

think, 'If only my children 
would help out more, I would 
be able to accomplish so 
much more. All because my 
children are lazy, the house 
is so disorganized'.

However, you have to take 
your children out of the pic-
ture. And put Hakadosh Ba-
ruch Hu there instead.

The Chovos Halvavos teaches 
us that no human being can 
affect you, not for the posi-
tive and not for the negative. 

Whatever is supposed to get 
done, you will finish even 
if your children don't help 
you. And whatever you are 
not supposed to accomplish 
won't be achieved even 
if your children help you. 

Knowing this, there is no 
room to get annoyed or up-
set at them for not helping. 

As far as training your chil-
dren to help, Mitzvas Chinuch 
does not mean get your chil-
dren to help. The goal of chi-
nuch is to make your children 
want to help. This is done by 
giving them praise for their 
help, showing that it's gesh-
mak to help, explaining how 
important their help is, offer-
ing incentives etc. However, 
if you force them to help, you 
are teaching them to resent 
helping, which is the oppo-
site of chinuch.

Q. I have a child who's strug-
gling with his Yiddishkeit, 
lo aleichem. I never know 
when I should ignore his in-

behavior and when I should 
say something.

A. Of course, you should con-
sult with Da'as Torah to get 
specific guidance.

But as a rule, when in doubt, 
don’t criticize. Better to 
shower them with love and 
understanding. Often, this is 
the biggest encouragement 
for him to change.

Q. Whenever neighbors ask 
to borrow toys, my chil-
dren are reluctant. They 
say, 'Don't give it to them. 
It might break or get lost.' 

Should I tell them to lend 
the toys anyway?

A. Rav Yisroel Falk respond-
ed: If your children are very 
young, simply tell them, 
'Lend it to them, and if it 
breaks or if they don't return 
it, I'll buy you a new one'.

If they are of age that you 
could be mechanech them, 
explain to your children: The 
entire purpose of the briah is 
in order to give, and Hashem 
wants us to emulate Him and 
give to others as well. 

About the fact that they're 
scared that the toy will break, 
explain to them that a per-
son never loses out by doing 

chessed.

If the toy does get broken 
or lost, help them see that 
Hashem will pay them back; 
go out yourself and buy them 
a new toy.

If even after explaining the 
importance of chessed, your 
children still don't want you 
to lend out their toys, you 
should not lend out the toys 
against their will. This will 
just cause resentment, and is 
not included in mitzvas chi-
nuch.

Rav Bensoussan shares that his close friend Avi* shared with him 
firsthand the following story:  

Avi lived in Belguim and was wealthy. Avi heard that the Mekubal 
R’ Nissim Mo’el from Kiryat Gat  was visiting, and made an appoint-
ment to meet him. R’Nissim runs a Talmud Torah and a Kollel. At 
the meeting, R’ Nissim requested of Avi, “Can you kindly help my 
precious Talmidim by donating a school bus for the Talmud Torah? It 
will cost $25,000”. Avi replied, “I just met you for the very first time, 
and I don’t yet feel comfortable donating such a large sum”.

My parents told me the entire 
story with all of the details and how grateful and thankful they are that Hashem literally sent a Malach 
to rescue me when every second counts.“ Rav Nissim continued, “Let me share with you exactly what 
happened at that critical moment. The Heavenly Beis Din was judging you. There were Malachim of 
zechus and favor, but there were more Malachim of Din opposing you. It looked like you would not 
make it. Until many tens of thousands of words of Mishnayos, Pesukim of Chumash, letters of Tehilim, 
and pages of Gemara entered the Beis Din.. The Malachim of Din challenged, ‘Where are all of these 
words of Torah from, he never learned these words!” To which the Beis Din replied, ‘These words are 
from the school-bus which he is destined to dedicate in over fifty years from now. These future words 
of Torah and Tefila belong to Avi since he will dedicate a bus to bring thousands of Yiddeshe Kinderlach 
to and from Yeshiva.’ It was then determined that you would live.” 

Avi immediately took out his checkbook and happily wrote the check for the entire $25,000.

This true story demonstrates how precious and treasured every single letter and word of Torah, Tefila 
and Chesed are before Hashem! Our Torah Tefila and Chesed are protecting us in unfathomable ways. 
And when we inspire or help others come closer to Hashem, we are credited with millions of sacred 
words of Torah which become our strongest protection, our greatest fortress.
