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Our Tefila and Connection to Hashem Is Our 
Greatest Treasure, While Our Predicaments in

This Passuk seems backwards. First it 
should say that Rivka was an:  (barren 
woman), and then it should say:  i.e., 
therefore Yitzchok davened. Perhaps the 
Torah starts off with saying:  he 
davened, to be M'ramez that the most 
important thing is Tefila; especially Yitzchok 
who was known for Tefila. A Yid must always 
be davening, like Dovid said: 

 I am total Tefila. Of secondary importance 
       ** 

Hashem gives us Nisyonos, and puts us in 
situations where we are always lacking in 
different needs, e.g., Refua, Parnasa, 
children, Shiduchim, relationships, and more 
Torah & Mitzvos. This gets people to care 
and get worried, which is great for them, 
since it causes heartfelt Tefilos. And here 
Chazal say openly that Yitzchok and Rivka 
were childless: 

 because Hashem 
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Tefilos of Tzadikim. And 
perhaps Chazal said this Davka here, since 
the wording of the Passuk is first:  he 
davened, and then:  because she 
was barren. 

 

Self-Righteous Frumkeit Can Be a Total Trick 
from The Yetzer Hara to Pull You Down

 (The citizens of Aram) are tricky 
people (  Arami is the same letters as: 

 ). They always trick others; but in 
truth their Yetzer Hara tricks them plenty. 
When Lavan and Besuel both said: 

:  Min HaShamayim!
like they were super frum. Yet, on that same 
Passuk Rashi says1 that Lavan was a Rasha, 
since he spoke before his father. Frumkeit 
can be a total trick from the Yetzer Hara, and 
many people suffer from so much self-
righteous Frumkeit. They have all kinds of 
frum aggravations, 

 Yetzer Hara to pull them 
and others down.      **

Despite the wickedness of Lavan, there is a 
Minhag2 to bless the Kalla at a Chasuna with 
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the Bracha of Lavan: 
 Our sister, your offspring should 

multiply into the tens of millions (  2,000 × 
 10,000 = 20,000,000).  A Yid can use 

the worst evil for good.       *** 

Hashem Can Turn Our Mistakes into The 
Most Outstanding Goodness 

The Gemara says3 that Shaul spoke: 
 improperly when he offered his daughter 

Golyas the giant, since 
he could have been a Mamzer. Yet, he got 
Dovid. Eliezer 
comes to him, and this was: 
improper, since she could have been a 
cripple. Yet, it was Rivka. We see how even 
when we do things all wrong, Hashem can 
still help us, and our mistakes and wrongs 
can become the most outstanding 
goodness.        **** 

: 
improper. Yet, despite our making the worst 
mistakes, Hashem can turn them into our 
biggest assets. Chazal say: 

 Reshaim . A true Baal 
Bitachon 
did wrong!      ***** 

Chazal say4 that Moshe Rabeinu saw the 
future Doros (generations), and he asked 
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why Rabbi Akiva Torah
instead of him. Why did Moshe Rabeinu pick 
Rabbi Akiva, and not Dovid HaMelech, or 
Aba'ye & Rava, the , or the holy Baal 
Shem Tov, etc.? We can suggest that the 
Ma'ala of Rabbi Akiva was that he was the: 

 person who authored the saying: 
 Whatever 

Hashem does, is surely for the best, and the 
main reason for the giving of the Torah was 
that we should acquire Middas HaBitachon. 
( 5).               ******

 Eisav settled comfortably in Har 
, while Yaakov and his sons went down 

to Galus in Mitzrayim. What did Eisav get out 
of Har ? Yaakov and his sons 
went down to Mitzrayim and forever 
they created a world of great 
Yeshuos which are all Zecher 

. Adam also 
means:  I will be similar to 
Hashem. And only on top-soil can 

rest of our lives, since overcoming 
problems is the life-beat of a human. 

 
Hold on tight to Mussar 
go; it is your life! And every human 

Adam  which means: 
 ground and dirt; and there is nothing 

overcoming the Schmutz of your nature is the 
thrill of your existence.            ******** 

In fact, your past baggage is the glory of your 
existence and your claim to fame. People 

respect a person with big pecklach, 
Mussar 

and Kavod and success dominates their 
Hashkafos (opinions); not growth and 
striving. It is quite odd that Yaakov is always 
outdoing Eisav.  He tricked 
him twice.            *********

He has to overcome his 
weak and feeble side, and become super 
ambitious; first in thought, and gradually 
more and more in action.     ************

people are super nice and Eidel just like 
the old-time Baalei Mussar; but in truth, 
they need a totally different M'halech. 
They need to be assertive and tough, 

Dovid 
HaMelech 
was born 
with the

nature as 
Eisav, yet 

look what he 
became! 
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instead of being overly involved in: 
 being a big Anav, 

which comes way too easily for them. 
Instead, they need to be overly involved 
in:  

(being BOLD as a leopard, in the service 
of Hashem) which is a big job for them, 
and they need many, many small steps, 
until they lose that ongoing inferiority 
complex.       *************   

Of course, we all need both  (to be 
bold as a leopard, and yet to be a big Anav), 
and you need a Rebbe to show you 
when to do Shiflus, 
time for: boldness. 

 
Right After a Big Peckel, Comes 

the Best Times and Good 
Fortunes 

Notice how  unusual 
greatness came right after he had a 
major Pikuach Nefesh scare in:  

, when he had to pretend that Rivka was 
his sister. This is a Yesod: Right after a big 
Peckel, comes the best times and good 
fortunes.10 People should realize this, and 

much.               ** 

A Yungerman had only daughters and no 
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sons until he was sick in bed for months. 
During that time, a big Talmid Chochom 
visited him and left a Bracha: 

 May you have children and live 
long. Soon after, his wife gave birth to his 
only:  son. 

A Baal Bitachon Laughs at Tevah, Which 
Hashem Can Flip in The Opposite 

Direction 

Yitzchok davened for his wife to have a baby. 
The Passuk 

davening:  rather: . 
Chazal explain11 that:  is a farm 
tool (pitchfork) that flips over the: 

 (stalks of grain) topsy-turvey 
in the opposite direction, from top to 
bottom and bottom to top. This is a 
Mashal to the Tefilos of Tzadikim 
which flip aroun
from Din to Rachamim. There are 
many:  (names) of Tefila. We 
can suggest the reason why this 

Lashon is used by Yitzchok, was because the 
very essence of Yitzchok was the exact 
opposite of what you would think.  **

People called Avraham Avinu 
who will NEVER have children (Chazal12), 

children that they cannot even be counted13. 

Keep 
davening 
without 

Yi'ush, no 
matter how 

hopeless your 
situation 

seems 
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The Maharal says14 that Gam Zu L'tovah
means that Hashem can take the worst evil, 
and turn it into the extreme opposite in 

  
(laughingstock) and a ridicule out of Tevah. 
His very name is Yitzchok 

         *** 

The very first name given to a Yid is 
Yitzchok . First a Yid has to laugh, and the 

Gemara says15 that before learning, a Rebbe 
has to crack a joke. The beginning of Klal 
Yisroel was Yetzias Mitzrayim, and by Bris 
Mila and Korban Pesach we became Jews. 
But first we have plenty of: 

 making fun of the Mitzri'im, where 
Hashem makes a Choizek (laughingstock) 
out of Tevah.       **** 

When working on Bitachon, those who know 
have to laugh at Tevah and not taking an 
issue seriously, can be Zoche to big Nissim, 
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'.

.
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A Parent Is the Most Important Part of a 
 

Avraham is mentioned twice in the episode of 
the:  wells that Yitzchok dug,16 which 
shows Yitzchok  
Zechus, and not his own. Also, by Yaakov it 
says: he 
brought Korbanos to the G-d of his father , 
Yitzchok, and: 

 he swore in the name of the Fear (G-d) of 
his father , Yitzchok. And when Shimon and 
Levi wiped out the city of Shechem, Rashi 
says17 that they went:  confident in the 
Zechus of their father, Yaakov. Look how a 
parent is the most important part of a 

Lavan was called a Rasha when 
he spoke before his father. (Rashi18). **

There Is a Time That a Person Has to Use 
His Own Mind 

And in Parshas Vayeishev it says: 
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Yaakov dwelled in the land 
of his father. There are proofs all over Sefer 
Breishis of the unusual importance of Kibud 
Av v'Em. Nevertheless, we see how Yitzchok 
differed from his father, Avraham Avinu (who 
was mainly focused on Chesed) and from his 
son, Yaakov (who was mainly focused on 
Torah). As much respect as a person has, he 
needs to realize that in Avodas Hashem, he 
may be expected to be very different, and go 
against the Derech of his father.      *** 

Miriam went against her father, Amram, when 
she told him that his Gezeira (decree) is 
worse than Paroh (Amram had divorced his 
wife, Yocheved, after Paroh decreed to kill all 
the baby boys, and the entire Klal Yisroel 
followed him). (Rashi19). This is despite the 
fact that Amram was the Gadol HaDor (as we 
see everyone followed him) and Miriam was 
only a tiny five-year-old child. We also have 
Rivka going against her husband Yitzchok, in 
making sure Yaakov got the Brachos and not 
Eisav. There is a time that a person has to 

have a Mitzva of Kibud Av when he tells you 
to sin, so do you have a Chiyuv (obligation) 
to be yourself, and even to be much different 
than your parents, if necessary for Avodas 
Hashem.        **** 

Of course you need a Rebbe! Watch how the 
same Rivka Imeinu, who was so much 
younger than her husband, Yitzchok (she 
was 3 years old when he was 40) tricks her 
husband; yet when she first saw Yitzchok, 
she was in such awe that she fell off the 
camel. You may have true respect and even 
awe for your parent or Rebbe or spouse, yet 
at the same time you may have a Chiyuv 
(obligation) to be very different. 
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All Bad Middos Are Valuable and Super-
Important for Avodas Hashem 

Rivka understood the wickedness of Eisav, 
and :  she 
loved Yaakov. Hashem caused her to be 
born in the land of Aram, which was full of 
wicked and tricky people. She knew her 
brother 
i.e., good and pure, but it was all a fake. And 
she Chapped (discerned) how Eisav had the 
same Shtick (scams). She also learned how 
to be tricky L'shem Shamayim, and she was 
behind the trick that Yaakov played against 
his own father, by making believe he was 
Eisav.       **

She knew the evil of the world better than 
Yitzchok, and was M'kayem (fulfilled) the 
words of Chazal who say: 

 Be shrewd and cunning when it comes to 
Yiras Shamayim. There are lots of examples 
in Avodas Hashem where a person has to 

 Eisav, but in 
 Yaakov. Like it says in 

Pirkei Avos, that the bad Midda of: 
 Azus (brazenness), is a straight 

road to Gehinom, yet, that very same Mishna 
says: 

 Be Az (brazen) as a leopard to do the will 
of your loving Father in Shamayim! (And 
these are the opening words of the Tur). My 
Rabbeim have taught me that Chutzpa can 
be used in Avodas Hashem, and it can be 
very valuable.     *** 

The Midda of Ga'ava can also be used 
L'shem Shamayim; this is called: 

 lifting your heart in order to serve 
Hashem. These pseudo-evils are super 
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will never become as great as they can.
Klal Yisroel, 

 worthy ; 
this is Anava P'sula (misplaced humility).   **** 
People who knew R' Ahron Kotler Zatzal 
(whose Yahrzeit is this 
Wednesday, 2 Kislev) said that 
they never saw a person who 
had so many fears, yet he did 
everything he was afraid of, in 
order to help Klal Yisroel. R' 
Nosson Wachtfogel Zatzal told 
me that Chutzpa should be 
used in Avodas Hashem, and 
he kept repeating what 
Hashem told Yirmiyahu 
HaNavi: 

 
put yourself down and say 

 worthy.     ***** 

In Order to Go Out  and Do for Klal Yisroel 
A person may need to spend a lifetime 

than he really thinks he is. Slowly but 
surely, he starts doing things for the Klal that 
he never believed he can do. He is a Yaakov 
putting on  clothes, and making 

 Eisav.               ****** 

  
 brazen-one, who is daring and 

better than the whole world. We need to trust 
Rivka Imeinu, who appears to have 
understood the Yetzer Hara better than 
Yitzchok Avinu, who was an Olah Temima 
(pure sacrifice to Hashem).

Closeness to Hashem, and NOT 

Believing in Anything Else 
A man is more involved in being active than 
a woman. He is obligated in: 

 Mitzvos Aseh that have specific times, 
and only he has the #1 Mitzva of learning 
Torah. He is a positive doer. A woman is 
more passive, and involved in Mitzvos: 

 , i.e., not doing evil is her 
line; and Rivka and Sara saved us from Eisav 
and Yishmael. By Yitzchok, we have him 
doing and enjoying in Avodas Hashem. 
Especially with a name 

Yitzchok).         ** 
 The word:  literally 

enjoyable schmooze with Hashem. And then 
he enjoys tasty food:  
delicacies, the way he likes it. 
Yitzchok  all these 
seemingly mundane Geshmak enjoyments 
that surely have deeper meanings. And 
certainly, as his greatest pleasure, the Olah 
Temima, Yitzchok, was all the way up there 
enjoying his Emuna & Bitachon in Hashem, 
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upon Whom it says: 
there is strength and joy in His place. 
(Gemara21).      *** 

He has the indescribable pleasures of the 
positive:  connection to Hashem, 
and Rivka is mainly into: 

 not having any false gods. She knows 
the negatives, and she is an experienced 
Eishes Chayil fighter. When she was back in 
Aram, it says:  no man knew 
her, and some Meforshim say22 that she 

 Reshaim; she 
knew their evil, and she kept away.  **** 

And she was the one who said: 
 I cannot tolerate those idol-

worshipping wives of Eisav. In Novardok 
there was a big stress on the negatives: 

 not believing in false 
 i.e., not being Nis'pael from humans, 

and to stop being afraid of them, by 
(to butter up) and

Saying K'riyas  Brings Yeshuos
from All Kinds of Evil 

Saying Sh'ma is a big Segula to get rid of sins 
and:  evil forces. The Gemara in Sotah 
says23 that saying saved the 
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Yidden when going to battle, and the Gemara
in Brachos says24 that saying 
Al HaMitta saves a person from:  evil 
forces. The Nefesh HaChaim says25 that by 
saying:  There is no other power 

 you get saved from all 
kinds of Tzaros.                ****** 

There is a famous story26 about how the 
Brisker Rav Zatzal saved himself from the 
Nazis using the Segula of the Nefesh

HaChaim, by constantly focusing on: 
 There is no other power besides 

just learn Torah, since Chazal say27 that: 
 one who 

learns Torah, Yissurim depart from him. The 
Gemara says28 that if you are  overcome 
your Yetzer Hara, go learn Torah. If that 

 . ******* 

The Chi'yus says29 that the power 
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of is since it is a form of
learning Torah, but the Maharal says30 that 

 is a statement that:  
Hashem is everything and there is no Koach 
besides Him, and therefore this is exactly 
what happens.             ******** 

There are two  that say that Torah is 
the only way to win the battle against the 
Yetzer Hara. In one place, Chazal say: 

 Constantly agitate your 
Yetzer Tov against your Yetzer Hara; if that 
works, fine. If not, be Osek in Torah. 
Elsewhere, Chazal say: 

 My son, if that 
(the Yetzer Hara) encounters you, 

schlep him into the Bais Medrash. R' Yisroel 
Salanter Zatzal explains31 that these two 

 are really two types of learning 
which are different strategies needed for 
specific situations. First there is the ordinary: 

 be Osek in  which means 
learning Torah in general, regardless of

which topic (like: ). This type of 
learning will save a person from the Yetzer 
Hara, although his learning is unrelated to his 
Nisayon, since Torah is an incredible positive 
force which fortifies a person with 
Ruchaniyus energy. The second Chazal: 

 schlep him into the Bais 
 means to learn the specific Torah 

related to your issue, which is like taking 
prescribed medicine for the particular Yetzer 
Hara that is bothering you right now. We can 
suggest that the Ma'ala of over 
regular learning is:  in times of peril, 
when your particular Yetzer Hara 

 Bitachon.          *********  

So you say , or say:  
that there is no other power besides Hashem 
(of the Nefesh HaChaim, which is the same 
idea) and you are:  saved from 
Ruchaniyus and Gashmiyus dangers. The 

 says32 that learning Shaar HaBitachon 
brings Yeshuos from all kinds of evil. 
Bitachon is probably similar to saying K'riyas 
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, since Bitachon means having faith 
only in Hashem, and not fearing anything 
else.            **********   

All The Tzaros Going on In the World Are 
Actually Caused by Lack of Emuna & Bitachon 

Perhaps this is why the Rambam says33 that 
teach Emuna more than anything 

else. Emuna and Bitachon is a form of 
learning Torah that has a Koach over regular 
learning, and it brings Bracha to the entire 
universe. In the Sefer:  R' 
Shalom Schwadron says34 that R' Chatzkel 
Levenstein Zatzal told him (in the name of the 
Chofetz Chaim

World War II. On the first 
day the prisoners arrived, 
they were all sitting in their 
hut, deeply depressed 
about the sudden 
Gehinom they found 
themselves in. Shalom 
Kiever (from Kiev) from 
Yeshivas Pinsk was totally 
different. He was singing

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Suddenly, the head of the prison broke into 
the hut, ordering everyone to go outside in 
order to be counted. They all ran to do his 
bidding for fear of dire consequences.

counted several times. When the chief 
warden noticed him, he cursed him with 
horrific threats: He would skin him alive, etc. 
Everyone was terrified, except for Shalom, 
who continued singing 
Tehilim in a loud voice, 
and saying:

 
Hashem protects all His 
loved ones, and will 
destroy all the .  
The warden told him to 
get in line, but Shalom 
ignored him, and 
continued to daven with 
his eyes to Shamayim. 
The warden pushed him 
and ordered him to go to

Shalom was never broken throughout the 
war. He would Treife food, and 
instead ran to bring his food to the sick and 
starving inmates.
