Two Bullets and an Awesome Salvation.

My friend’s daughter was injured at the terrorist attack last
week Thursday morning at the entrance to Yerushalayim.

She was at the bus stop and when the shooting broke out,
she began to run.

When she was far away from the area she stopped and was
able to pay attention to herself.

She was told to look to see if she was bleeding and she
was.

What actually happened was that she was shot by a bullet
which hit her from the back, went through her large intes-
tine and went straight out of her body.

At that very moment (that the
young lady bent over) a bullet, shot by the other terrorist,
went flying over her head.

Had she not bent over, the bullet would have hit her in the
head and she would not be with us today, Heaven forbid.

The
first bullet, although a bit painful, actually saved her life.

B'H | now got a
chance to read long heartwarm-
ing note full of words of appreci-
ation and Hakoras Hatoiv. These
notes are a real recharger for
any Rebbe or teacher! As for me,
they sometimes even get hung
up on my refrigerator at home,
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or on the mirror in my bedroom.
It gives me the ‘pat on the back’
when | need it.

As | emptied the bills, a folded up
$20 bill fell out. “What’s this?”
| wondered. Why was it tightly
folded up? What had occurred
when they filled that envelope?

| quietly called Ari to my desk and
asked him “who closed up this
nice pink envelope?”

He answered plainly, “I did. Be-

cause, first

Ari barely smiled. Ari is the type
of child that finds it hard to com-
municate and express his feelings
verbally. Some even say that he’s
“on the spectrum” (of Autism) He
however expressed his feelings
of love to his Rebbe in a secretive
“doing way." The masking tape
gave it away. It unmasked his
real feelings that he so strongly
wished to express.

People sometimes ask me
“What’s considered a normal
range of a monetary gift to a Reb-
be?” | tell them that it’s the gen-
uine feelings of Hakoras Hatoiv
that the Rebbe seeks. How, and
in what way, one wishes to trans-
mit and convey that message of
gratitude, is up to each individu-
al.

Some will write a long Thank-you
note, spicing it well with plenty of
tasty words! Geshmak! B”H!

Some choose to write poetry.
(that takes some thought too)
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Some make sure that the
stationary is pretty, or
classy.

Some go way over the
norm in terms of the
amount of money they
give.

I'll never forget this one:
Someone added a lottery
ticket with a wish that the
Rebbe win!

For the most part the Reb-

be picks up on the sincerity of the
parents’ gratitude. The Rebbe
wants to see some acknowledg-
ment and recognition of the hard
work that he’s putting in to do his
best at teaching Yiddishe Kinder
the Heilige Toirah. That’s what re-
ally touches his heart. It’ll, “go a
long way”, for a long amount of
time, for their child, and for the
rest of the class as well. The reb-
be is now under the influence
of those words of appreciation
that those parents wrote. He'll
most probably remember and
sometimes think about the pos-
itive feedback, subconsciously or
consciously. He’ll be more forth-
coming to help his students, in
some way or another. He'll act
more understanding toward his
students, and show them more
affection than before. The simple
reasoning is “Well, if there’s ap-
preciation, I'll give my class some
more of what my positive energy
can create, Be’ezras Hashem!”.
The improved result for learn-
ing more Toirah with more pas-
sion for the whole class, will be
accredited to those that imbued
the Rebbe with renewed interest
and geshmack in regard to his
teaching.

It's pretty much the same with
us. Our feelings of hakaras ha-
toiv to Hashem can be with our

thoughts, words, or deeds.
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Some people (Type A) find them-
selves wrapped in a rapture, with
thoughts of gratitude to Hashem.
While they daven, they just stop
and think with a feeling of d’vei-
kus and get caught up with the
intensity of their hakaras hatoiv
feelings. These are the machsha-
vah type. Even while they’re shop-
ping, tending to their children,
or doing any other household or
business type of work they are
tuned in to the “right channel”.
These people can be constantly
thanking Hashem a good deal of
the day, in their mind with thank-
ful thoughts.

Type B are those that are con-
stantly praising Hashem, with
words and phrases of praises. Ev-
ery word of davening, zemiros, or
song, is so sweet and delicious in
their mouths. They tend to dav-
en or say Tehillim in a sefer with
some translation, to help them
with their intense kavannah in
their teffilos. They are the ones
that are always saying: Boruch
Hashem! Hoidu LaShem! Hashem
helped me! Thank You Hashem!
Etc.

Then there are the Type C. They
fail to have the stamina, and

the ability of prolonged
thoughts of gratitude.
They also find it hard to
keep those heilige words
going through the day.

These people thank Hash-
em with their good deeds.
They might be doing it se-
cretly. It’s between them
and Hashem, masked in
masking tape. Yet Hashem
sees it all, and eventually those
bits and pieces of “Masking Tape”
will maybe make other people
realize what these people’s real
intentions are. It’s GRATITUDE!
(Like Ari), Or maybe it’ll stay a se-
cret between Hashem, and them.
.. Forever.

We can be all three types too!
A, B, and C! Praise Hashem with
thoughts, words, and deeds. The
more you thank Hashem, you'll
automatically receive more!

One of the translations of Bro-
cho, is its association with anoth-
er similar word ‘Breicha.’ Breicha

“What?!” the learner farm-
er exclaimed. “After all those
weeks of growth you're going
to destroy what you worked so
hard over?” He thought that
the end had finally come as
all their weeks of waiting and
hard work were being deci-
mated.

“You have to wait and see,” was
all Shimon replied as he went
on to crush the cut stalks, win-
now the hay, and separate out
the harvested wheat kernels.

“Ah, now I see. That was the
-30-

only way to get the seeds out of
the chaff.”

This back-and-forth continued
throughout the ensuing steps
as Shimon then broke up the
seeds even further to make
flour, drowned the flour in wa-
ter, making an inedible mush,
and then put the mush into
a burning oven, ostensibly to
burn it to embers. At each step,
the newbie believed Shimon
was simply destroying what
he’d been doing, but when the
fresh bread emerged from the
oven and the new farmer tast-
ed from their labor, he agreed
that waiting for the answer
was surely worth it.

R’ Elchanan then delivered
the upshot of his last words.
“At times, it looks as if every-
thing is over, but then you see
that it continues... until the
next time you think, ‘now it’s
really over.” We think like this
farmer: ‘This time it worked
out, but now there’s no hope.’
But we must not think like
this farmer. Instead, remem-
ber that the whole process is
needed to bring out the deli-
cious bread in the end, no mat-
ter how confusing and strange
the in-between steps look.” (Li-
fanov Naavod, Tefillah, p. 342)

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with challenges confronting us
when serving Hashem. People
have their ideas as to what
their avodas Hashem 1s, and if
their “plans change,” they feel
as if they suddenly can’t serve

Hashem. However, once we
internalize that it’s Hashem
who is giving us our nisyonos,
tests and circumstances, we go
about fulfilling whatever He is
giving us, happily and willing-
ly, no matter what they may
be.

We don’t always choose our
particular way of avodas
Hashem. Hashem arranges for
us what He wants our avodah
to be.

R’ Nota Zenwirth, zt”l, once en-
tered his Beis Medrash hold-
ing a broom and announced
to everyone there that he was
waving a lulav.

They looked at him queerly.
“Why was he calling a broom a

what’s on the floor right now.”

Someone who admired and
loved the king of his country
went and pledged his service.
“Whatever the king requires,”
he announced, “I am ready to
do.”

The nimshal is that when we
say Shema in the morning, we
pronounce Hashem as Kking
and proclaim that we are pre-
pared to serve Him. But then,
during the day, Hashem sends
us a test, a situation where we

are caught off guard, and we
face something we weren’t an-
ticipating, and we might say,
“This 1sn’t the type of avodas
Hashem I had been planning.”
But, as we said, it isn’t up to
us to decide. We do Hashem’s
will with loyalty and devotion,
(told by Rav Elchonon Wasser-
mann, when he was in New
York and talking to young
members of Zeirei Agudas
Yisroel).

DANCING IN JAIL!

Rebbe Elimelech
agreed, and they
danced joyously

around the toilet
bucket. They were
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fulfilling Hashem’s will by
abstaining from learning or
davening, and so they danced
around the cause of their ki-
yum ha’'mitzvah.

When the guard heard their
singing and dancing, he ran
over to see what was happen-
ing. “Oh, so it’s the bucket you
are so happy about?” he ex-
claimed. Not wanting them to
“enjoy” their time in jail, the
guard took it away, and with
that, they were then able to
learn and daven.

GROWING FROM TESTS

When one is confronted with
challenges, he may tend to
feel that it’s not beneficial and
unproductive. But this is not
true. Challenges are there for
our very best to make us into
the very best we can be.

Once, a person told his rebbe

o]
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that he wished he had no tests.

He was not into enduring tests.

His rebbe told him: “Take three
pots and fill them with water.
Cook a potato in one, an egg in
the second, and out coffee, sug-
ar, and milk in the third.” An
hour later, the rebbe showed
him that the egg became hard,
the potato became soft, and
the third pot had sweet coffee.

The rebbe explained, “The
boiling water represents life’s
tests. They toughen soft peo-
ple, soften tough people, and
can make someone sweet like
sweetened coffee. As you see,
people can grow from the hard-
ships they overcome.” (Torah
Wellsprings, Vayera p. 11)

CHACHAM OVADYAH YO-
SEF WAS SPARED

I heard a marvelous story
that happened with Chacham
Ovadyah Yosef, zt”1.

Just a week before his chasu-
nah was scheduled, his kallah
began talking about a lifestyle
that Chacham Ovadyah hadn’t
planned on living, expressing
her desire to go with him to
theaters, and the like. It was
difficult for Chacham Ovady-
ah to call off the match, but he
couldn’t marry her knowing
what she expected of him. In
the end, he married another
woman, Rabbanit Margalit.

When Chacham Ovadyah was
-32-

ninety years old, just a few
years before his petirah, a
woman arrived at his house,
shouting that she must speak
with Reb Ovadyah. When they
brought her in, she asked Cha-
cham Ovadyah if he remem-
bered her. Chacham Ovadyah
didn’t.

“We were supposed to get mar-
ried many years ago,” she ex-
plained, “and a week before
the chasunah, it was called off.
You should know that Hashem
loves you, because now I am an
almanah, and through all the
years I was married, I never
had children. The doctors told
me that I can’t have children.
Hashem Loves You!”

Chacham  Ovadyah  went
through a hard time when the
shidduch had to be called off,
but it was all for his benefit.

Similarly, when something dif-
ficult happens to us, let us re-
member that it is for our good.
Something very good will come
from it. The same is true with
nisyonos. When we go through
tests, know that something

very good will come from them.
(Torah Wellsprings, Vayera p.
13)
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The Whispered
Praise

The Midrash Rab-
bah (Parashas
Vaeschanan 2:36)
explains: “Why do
Yisrael not recite
this (Baruch Sheim
Kevod...) aloud?
Rav Assi says: This
can be compared to a person who stole a piece of
jewelry from the king’s palace, gave it to his wife,
and said to her, ‘Do not adorn yourself with it in
public, only within your house.” But on Yom Kippur,
when we are as pure as angels, we say it publicly.”

Several questions can be asked regarding this mi-
drash. Why is it so improper for a human being to
invoke the praise of baruch shem kevod malchuso
Polam va’ed that it is equated with theft? In what
way is this praise compared to a royal ornament?
And if it is indeed inappropriate for the Jewish peo-
ple to praise Hashem with these words, then why is
it any better for us to recite these words in a whis-

per?

Let us try to gain
a deeper under-
standing of the
mashal quoted in
the midrash. What
would make a man
have the audacity to
steal an ornament
from the queen and
give it to his wife to
wear, when she will
not even be
able to wear
it in public?
How would
she  bene-
fit from his
theft? Clear-
ly, the wife
in this story
must  have
been plagued
by a powerful desire to wear this royal adornment,
and that desire is what impelled her husband to
steal it for her. But a common person would not

desire a royal ornament or ever dream of wear-
ing it. We can conclude, then, that the woman in
this parable came from a distinguished pedigree,
and she herself would have become the queen, but
she lost her royal status, presumably as a result
of her misdeeds. Nevertheless, she still craved the
royal adornments that could have been hers, and
her husband therefore stole one in order to satisfy
her craving. Since an actual queen represents and
honors the king when she appears in public with
her royal adornments, it would be a terrible insult
to the king for the wife of a thief to wear a royal
ornament in public. The wife in the mashal there-
fore allowed herself to wear the stolen ornament
only in the privacy of her own home.

Now that we have arrived at an understanding of
the parable, let us turn our attention to the nim-
shal. The declaration of baruch shem represents
the greatest state of perfection that a human
being can reach; it is made by those who reveal
Hashem’s honor and Kingship to the entire world.
The Jewish people are worthy of making this dec-
laration only when they epitomize the recognition
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of Hashem’s Oneness
(as expressed in Shema
Yisrael), by truly and
completely subjugating
themselves to Hash-
em. That is why Yaa-
kov Avinu uttered these
words when he saw that
all twelve of his sons
had remained faithful
to Hashem, and it is also why this is the praise used
by the malachim — for a malach, by its very nature,
is nothing more than an instrument for the perfor-
mance of Hashem’s Will.

The Jewish people are meant to be the bearers of
Hashem’s honor in this world. A Jew’s mission in life
istobecome a tzelem Elokim and thereby fill the world
with Hashem’s honor. If we were to do this properly,
we would be considered like the queen, who is mar-
ried to the king and brings honor to him throughout
his kingdom. But instead of doing this, we have re-
mained enslaved by our physical drives and materi-
al pursuits, like the wife of the thief in the parable,

\
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who was deprived of her
royal status because of
her own misdeeds. For
us to utter baruch shem
kevod malchuso aloud
would be a dishonor
to Hashem, for we are
not currently worthy of
presenting ourselves as
the bearers of His honor. It is only on Yom Kippur,
the day on which we rise to the level of malachim by
completely detaching ourselves from the physical
world, that we are permitted to make this declara-
tion aloud. But during the rest of the year, we recite
baruch shem in a whisper, indicating that we still
harbor a deep-rooted desire to devote our lives to
bringing honor to Hashem.

The whisper of baruch shem throughout the year is a
whisper of longing for that exalted state, a whisper of
yearning for Klal Yisrael to be the “queen” of the King
of the universe, Hashem Himself.

In Review: The words baruch shem
kevod malchuso l'olam vaed are a
declaration that the Jewish people
manifest the honor of Hashem in this
world. Since we have not yet reached
the level where we can represent
Hashem perfectly, it would not be
appropriate for us to proclaim these
™ words aloud. Nevertheless, we are still
“ permitted to whisper them, in order
. to demonstate our longing to serve as
faithful ambassadors of the Almighty.

People sometimes wonder: I'm not succeeding in learning. Perhaps I'm not cut out for learning...

The Chovot Halevavot in Shaar Bitochon answers this question. He states: A lion is supposed to hunt large animals. Why
else would Hashem gift the lion with such large canines and sharp claws. Similarly, Hashem gave some birds long beaks
in order to catch fish that are swimming in the water. So too, Hashem created every being with their own talents and
interests so that they can succeed in their own fields. Thus a person who is interested in physical work and his body can
handle the work should pursue such a field. Hashem gives us the tools to succeed in the areas He intended us to work.

This also applies to doing mitzvos. Hashem gave everyone their own areas of skills and interests that we should use to
connect to Him.

Let's bring out this point specifically to Limud Hatorah.

The Shevet Hamussar perek 41 quotes the Gemarah that says "One should always learn what his heart desires." He
explains that Hashem gave every Yid his own connection to Torah. If one enjoys a certain area, it's a sign that it's the
portion Hashem alloted for him!

Some people connect to Halacha some to Gemarah some to
Chumash etc. We should be happy and content with our own

Rav Yitzchok Pinchos Goldwasser in A vodas Leivav’ asks: Imagine that someone bought you a very
expensive, state-of-the-art camera. It has many features and can take stunning pictures. But at the same
time, it is also extremely delicate and must be handled with care. When you call up the benefactor to
thank him, will you say: »”Thank you for the wonderful camera! It is really amazing even though it can
so easily break”? Of course you will not mention that factor, even though it is a sign that it is a good
camera! So why here do we mention that it is so easy for our bodies to be damaged? He answers that
we are actually coming to praise Hashem by pointing out that we really do not know what is going on
inside our bodies. What we do know is that from even one hole being closed or opened our entire body
will stop functioning. That tells us that there are many more things that could theoretically go wrong.
Yet, everything runs perfectly, without any glitches. We are thanking Hashem for those constant
miracles that keep us healthy.

Rav Goldwasser continues that perhaps we can say a chidush, that this is not a praise, but rather a
request. Let us give a mashal: There was once a rich man who lost all his money. His situation was so
bad that he did not even have food for his children. The problem was that he was too embarrassed to
ask for help. So, the next time he met his friend he merely said, 7Y ou know, if all the food in my house
would finish, I wouldn’t be able to feed my kids.” His friend understands and slips him some money.
So too, it is not respectful to ask the King who sits on His throne of glory to clean our plumbing system.
What can we do? Hashem not only created every part of our bodies - He is actively running all our
systems, including the digestive track, and without Him, we would be in big trouble. Therefore, the
way we ask is by saying this statement, that if it wouldn’t be taken care of, we couldn’t exist!

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The Amazing Carnivorous Pitch-
er Plants - Part 2

Our last article was about the
amazing pitcher plant. We were
up to the insect falling to the
bottom of the plant and dy-
ing there. | had written that it
drowns from water accumula-
tion. So, while that’s a possi-
bility, that’s NOT what typically
happens.

First of all, one of the reasons
for the lid on top of the plant is
to block rain from coming in so

that it doesn’t dilute the special
fluids that it secretes. The pitch-
er plant has glands that secrete
enzymes into a special fluid that
they emit. The fluid has two
main parts to it: acidity and vis-
coelasticity. Each type of pitcher
plant has its own exact “recipe”
of these various chemical ingre-
dients. It’'s mostly made up of
chemicals that have acidity and/
or viscoelasticity plus other en-
zymes added that help with di-
gestion.

Plants that have higher levels

glands. As the insect struggles in
this special fluid, it acts similar
to quick-
sand in
that it
drags
down the
insect be-
low the
surface
to where 8
it can’t
breathe 1§
anymore.
In addi-
tion, its thickness prevents the
insects’” wings from being able
to work. Hence the insect is
doomed.

There in the fluid, it is digest-
ed by the special digestive en-
zymes. In typical pitcher plants,
the fluid is not very thick, but it’s
thick enough. Nevertheless, too
much water can cause the fluid
to become too diluted. That’s
another reason for the lids. To
help deflect the water away
from the inside of the pitcher
to prevent dilution of the fluid.
Of course, to finish off the job,
there are other special glands
that their job is to absorb the
nutrients from the digested
insects, that are now floating
around in the fluid.

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point to mention. The walls of
pitcher plants are quite thick
and tough so that insects can’t
pierce through them with their
sharp claws.

As we have mentioned before,
we see here tremendous plan-
ning from the colors and scents
on the top of the pitcher plant,
to the slippery rim and slippery
walls.

By the way, many of the fluids of
different pitcher plants also give
off scents that attract insects.
Do you know how to create the
special scents that insects like?
Wait, do you even know what
scents insects like, forget about
producing them? | didn’t think

so, but the 'dumb’ plant knows!

The downwards facing dagger
hairs, and the special fluid with
the digestive glands and the
absorption glands are quite an
amazing plan. To then imple-
ment these “plans” to function
so well is quite amazing to say
the least! Certainly, not an acci-
dent in any way, shape or form.

And now to a slightly different
type of pitcher plant. Until now
we have been discussing pitch-
er plants that are typically quite
long and quite narrow.

There are however, a bunch of
pitcher plants that are just the
opposite. They are quite short

and quite wide

BUG ASSOC

and they just
have a very thin
lid. (Nepenthes
inermis, Nepen-
thes dubai and
others in the Ne-
penthes family.)
So, what’s going
on with these

pitcher plant’s?
How do they
work?

They are wide
and barely have
a lid (see picture)
since they don’t
have to worry
about rain dilut-
ing their fluid.

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They don’t need pointing hairs
for a blockade, nor do they need
waxy walls. Why not? What'’s
the secret? (They do need colors
and scents to attract the insects
to them, and that they have.
Even their fluid has attracting
scents. They also have a slippery
rim area.)

The secret is that their fluid vis-
coelasticity is VERY thick. It’s so
thick that water doesn’t pen-
etrate it so it can’t get diluted.
Water just lies on top of the
thick fluid (like oil on top of wa-
ter) so there’s no need for a full
wide lid to block the rain (the
thin lid they have is just to at-
tract insects).

There’s no need for a thin funnel
shape to make it difficult for the
insects, even flying insects, to
escape. Why not?

Since the fluid is extremely
STICKY. It’s somewhat similar to
the stickiness of flypaper type of
plants (Sundew plant). It’s quite

short Continued on next page
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and the very sticky fluid is very
close to the large opening at the
top of the plant, so the insect
doesn’t have very far to go be-
fore getting stuck in the sticky
liquid.

In addition, the walls of the
plant also have a thin sticky lay-
er of this fluid on it so that it can
trap insects on the walls as well.

Another interesting point about
these plants is that they are typ-
ically hanging tilted on a slight
angle.  This
is to ensure

b

that if it does get full of water
(don’t forget it’s wide without
much of a lid that can block the
rain, so insects won’t be able
to reach the sticky fluid if it’s
full of rain) then it will tilt over
and out goes the rain. Then it
promptly tilts right back once
the rain pours out. Isn’t that a
great mechanism? What clever
planning!

So, these plants don’t waste
anything. There’s no need for

barricading hairs, no need for
a large lid, or a long thin funnel
type of tube. Everything is calcu-
lated and with great planning!
Hashem has everything worked
out to a T. That means to perfec-
tion! How great are Your Won-
ders Hashem!

There’s still a few more amazing
carnivorous plants that we will
be discussing before moving on
to new things.

They asked him, “How do you know?”,
and he pulled out a letter from his pocket with a message written in crayon -
‘Thanks for fighting for us all, | daven for you every day. From Ema Platt’. He
explained that throughout the intense fighting in Gaza, there were many times
when he felt like completely giving up, and each time he pulled out this letter
from Ema Platt and was encouraged to start over. His family later learned that
Ema Platt is a young girl from Hollywood, Florida whose school wrote letters
of encouragement to the soldiers, along with many schools across the USA.
We learn from this story how precious and life-saving a seemingly small act of
giving someone Chizuk could be.
