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Love your neighbor as yourself. Rabbi Akiva says this is a great rule in the Torah.
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The Gemara delineates the procedure for appeasing a person who was wronged: Rav said: A person who
acted offensively toward his fellow and then asked forgiveness from the fellow one time, a second time,
and a third time, but the offended person did not accept his apologies and forgive him, must make a row
of people and placate the victim in their presence, for it is written: He shall go to people etc., which we
interpret to mean that the offender should make a row (shura) of people. And the offender should say: |
sinned; that which was straight, | made crooked; but it was not worthwhile for me. And if he did this,
what consequence is written there in the following verse? He has redeemed his soul from passing into
destruction; his spirit will see light.

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So perhaps you can say that 271 was acting 71 NN 0’199 or as we said before with X190 27 that
