Rav Ephraim Shapiro shares that he heard a sto-
ry firsthand directly from Dovid*, who was on
a trip in Toronto with a bunch of friends. His friends
wanted to drive back home to New York, but Dovid
only wanted to fly. He left the group and headed to the
airport all by himself, while his friends
began the long drive across the border.

At the airport, Dovid suddenly real- |y =S
ized that he had left his passport with
his friends in their suitcase! He phoned
| his friends, who were already far into
their drive. They searched the suitcas-
es, located his passport and read him
his passport ID number. Dovid was
able to print boarding passes using his
passport ID number, but when he passed the security
checkpoint, the lady officer screamed at him and said,
“You cannot board your flight, and you are also not
allowed to be in an international airport without prop-
| er identification, please leave immediately!” Dovid was
shaken up. He reached out to another officer and was
told the same thing, that ‘it’s impossible to fly interna-
tionally without a passport in your hand’.

It was already Thursday and Dovid needed to make
it home in time for Shabbos. Time was racing. Dovid
davened to Hashem to help him. With only a few short
moments before boarding and takeoff, Dovid sat down
and met a tourist wearing a large straw hat. Dovid told
him his story. The tourist declared, “International law
states that one is allowed to ‘go home’ even without a

passport, and they must allow you to enter
your home country!” Dovid shared this in-

f/ formation with an officer who spoke with a
. supervisor for a long while and finally came
_— out and said, “We looked it up and you are

correct. We must allow you to board. Please
provide whatever ID that you have available.”

We learn from this story that a Yid can ‘always
come home!”

Hashem is our only
true home, where we truly belong! ’

I recently spoke to someone who
was going through a challenge, and he
shared that he started regularly say-
ing Gam Zu Le’Tova ten times in a row,
deeply concentrating on how the chal-
lenge is truly a Bracha and is actual- "
ly complete and total goodness in dis- §
guise.
