Reconciling the Two Cases:

Possible Differentiation:

e Nature of the Dream’s Content: In Sanhedrin, the dream provides specific information about
the status of property (money being 1w Iwyn), which has direct legal implications. In such cases,
the Sages maintain that dreams should not influence legal rulings to avoid undermining Halachic
procedures and consistency.

e Practical vs. Legal Impact: In Horyos, the dream's content pertains more to interpersonal
relations and does not directly affect legal status or Halachic decisions. Acting on such a dream
(as Rabbi Natan did) could be seen as a practical measure rather than a legal ruling, hence
potentially more acceptable.

Conclusion:

The principle of “P7>m R?Y Pown X2 Mo 1277 can apply differently based on the nature of the dream's
content and its impact. While Rabbi Meir applies it strictly in both legal and practical contexts, Rabbi
Natan’s approach in Horyos indicates a more flexible application when dealing with non-legal,
interpersonal matters.

Thus, the excerpt from Sanhedrin 30a could still align with Rabbi Natan’s view if we differentiate
between the legal weight of a dream’s content versus its practical, non-legal implications.
