gQuestion: Dear Rabbi Mandel. My wife and | both pursue a simple lifestyle for ourselves and for our

< family. However, we can’t seem to agree on the proper haircut for our boys. Without delving into the
S'varos (reasons), | am adamantly opposed to leaving any bangs (of any length) in the front of the
haircut for boys. Meanwhile, my wife insists that we follow the prevalent style amongst even the sons
of serious B’nai Torah, which seems to be that the boys leave their bangs in the front of the haircut.
How should we resolve this matter?

Answer: The person with religious reasons should be respected. But first, check in with the local Rabbi
who understands you and knows you, and realizes where you're coming from. He’s smart, and he
should decide, if it's a religious issue. Stick with him, and be M'vatel your Daas. But if it's not a religious
X issue, breaking your nature, to give in to your spouse, is a big Zechus. GIVING IN IS MORE PRECIOUS
