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The Halachah for Women

3. The poskim disagree whether this halachah applies to women as well,
I.e., whether they are also prohibited from saying devarim sheb’kedushah
in front of other women who have exposed a part of their body that is
normally covered. Ultimately, the poskim write that a woman may be
lenient; however, whenever possible, she should ideally try to act

stringently. (Shulchan Aruch ibid.; Mishnah Berurah 75:8; Malbushei Mordechai 6:22; Piskei Teshuvos
