When You Go Against Your Tevah You 

Grow and Become Great 

The Milu'im of Ahron and his sons was 

completed by sprinkling them with 

Dam (blood) and Shemen (oil). RSRH 

says1 that putting the: ם  blood on the דָ 

ear, thumb, and toe of the Cohanim 

symbolizes self-sacrifice. For 

example, when you go against your 

Negi'a (desire), like doing Ha'tavah 

B'makom Hakpada, i.e., Davka doing 

a favor (Ha'tavah) instead of being 

upset (Hakpada), or anything you’d 

rather not do, it’s considered Mesirus 

Nefesh and is similar to Akeidas 

Yitzchok. Look how Dam (blood) and 

Shemen (oil) join together. Shemen 

always floats to the top, and is a Siman 

of Malchus and superiority. We can 

suggest that the combination of Dam 

and Shemen is a message: when you 

go against your Tevah, you are Oleh 

(grow) and you become great.            **

People don’t ever become what they truly can 

become, since the negative thoughts 

dominate their heads all day.

• I’m not capable! 

There goes another potential great person. 

People don’t Shteig as much if their brain is 

loaded with guilt of sins made way back. They

You 

used to collect hundreds, and now it’s 

thousands. There are no restrictions with 

Hashem. And sometimes, accepting 

restrictions is a form the loftiest 

achievements. We need to do both.      ******* 

PS. Sometimes our beautiful dreams and 

expectations overwhelm us until we have no 

time to worry about our Chesronos and sins 

and failures. We ignore negatives, unless it 

has a positive Tachlis. 

Yetzias 

Mitzrayim 

reminds you

Dovid instead. Notice how this long 

Drasha starts off with telling Shaul 

off for being too much of a Shafel. 

Like Rabeinu Yonahָ ָsays2 in

Worrying About your Peckel Is a 

Major Shiflus 

How Novardok put Kochos into 

Bitachon which is right next to Gan 

Eden, since Chazal say3 that Gan 

Eden asks for Baalei Bitachon. The 

Baal Bitachon is high up there, and 

he isn’t a low-life worrier. And so is 

the person who is aware of his 

Tzelem Elokim not get involved in 

the petty Olam HaZeh’dike world 

that’s full of worry and sadness. 

The kosher bigshots are full of 

Simcha and calm, and without 

Redifas HaKavod from mere mortals.          **** 

Even excessive worry about your sins is a 

form of Shiflus and a sign that you’re not 

thinking “big” and aiming for greatness. 

Being concerned about Klal Yisroel is a 

Parshas 

Zachor tells 

the story of 

how Shaul 

HaMelech 

lost his 

Malchus 

because he 

was too soft 
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Midda of Romemus and not a Klein Kepel 

Derech. Being broadminded and 

understanding other Shitos is also a form 

of Romemus. The Ben Torah should be the 

ideal M’rumam (uplifted), like it says: ָָֹוּמְגַדַלְתו

הַמַעֲשִׂים לָ כ  עַלָ אָָוּמְרוֹמַמְתוָֹ וָ אבותָ  a person who 

learns Torah Li'shmah is uplifted higher than 

all worldly matters. And the Torah was given 

on a high spot, i.e., Har Sinai.                      ***** 

Gehinom is a pit: שְאוֹל – it is low and Shafel. 

Simcha is Bitachon and Romemus; 

i.e., you’re big! You’re on top! When 

you don’t care about what people 

think, and you aren’t out for petty 

Kavod or winning petty quarrels, 

this is a sign of Bitachon and 

Gadlus HaAdam. Cracking jokes, 

music, and caring for others are all 

forms of Romemus. Worrying about 

your Peckel is major Shiflus.      ****** 

Thinking and talking about your 

mistakes and your Chesronos makes you 

a small person. Focusing on the good side 

of life and especially yourself makes you a 

Baal Bitachon and a: ְָםמָ רוֹמ  uplifted person. 

Believe it or not, when you’re talking about 

even Tzadikim, and you are not aware of and 

happy about your own Maalos, you are a 

negative Shafel. You are a Gehinom type and 

not a Gan Eden type, unless your Yerida is:

The Chida explains4 that: ד  ”one nation“ עַםָאֶח 

means that the whole Yesod of our nation is 

Achdus, and this is our Kiyum (i.e., our 

existence depends on it). When we 

have Achdus, then when one Yid 

does a Mitzva, then it’s as if the 

whole Klal Yisroel did it. And now 

that Klal Yisroel has had a Machlokes, 

the Koach of their Mitzvos is 

diminished. And when they have 

Sin'as Chinam, their bad Midda 

spreads to the Goyim.                      ** 

(The Chida says that he saw part of 

his Pshat in other Meforshim). The 

hostages have remarked that when the 

Hamas Arabs noticed any discord between 

them, they were happy because they know 

this Yesod, and they say openly that when 

the Jews have any kind of Machlokes, 

then we can destroy them. (Agam Berger is 

the daughter of a non-frum mother who 

became a Shomer Shabbos due to this 

Matzav, and her being Moser Nefesh for 

Shabbos was in all the newspapers. She

The Yetzer Hara Fools Tzadikim into

The Gemara in Makkos tells5 the story of a 

fox coming out of the Kodesh 

HaKodoshim. The Aruch LaNer 

says6 that when the Anshei 

Knesses HaGedola were Mispallel 

that the Yetzer Hara of Avoda Zara 

should fall into their hands (since 

Klal Yisroel was not capable of 

overcoming such a strong Yetzer 

Hara, and eventually this caused 

the Churban Bayis Rishon) a fire in 

the shape of a lion came out of the 

Kodesh HaKodoshim, to represent 

the Yetzer Hara of Avoda Zara,

Be like Dovid who 

always said “I’m wrong!” Always suspect 

that you have Negi'os because you were 

raised differently, etc. 

When You Respond to Failure in 

a Positive Way, It Brings Only 

Goodness in Your Life 

Rabbi C. Shlita told me that his 

friend didn’t have children for five 

years. One Purim, he told his friend 

that he’ll go all out for him in Tefilla 

and bring Yeshuos. He cried 45 

minutes on Purim, and nothing 

happened. The next year again he 

davened hard on Purim, and again, 

nothing happened. He became 

discouraged, and decided that his 

Tefilos aren’t worth much. 

Someone yelled at him and told him 

that he’s M'chuyav to believe that 

his Tefilos were Gevaldig, and he definitely 

accomplished. Two weeks later, his friend’s 

wife became pregnant!                                       ** 

Hashem tests us, and any kind of positive 

reaction to failure is a tremendous Zechus. 

יַצְלִיחַ   One who is stubborn will be הָעַקְשָן 

Matzliach. R’ Chatzkel Levenstein Zatzal said 

A Yid should 

be happy and 

proud of the 

many times 

he had 

Bitachon in 

spite of his 

Nisyonos, just 

like a Tachash 

is happy and 

proud of his 

many colors 
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that if you had Bitachon and it didn’t work, 

and yet you continue to have Bitachon, then 

you are guaranteed to have a Yeshua. 

Novardok 
When Purim came, Novardokers were more 

concerned about becoming a Mordechai! 

יִשְתַחֲוֶּׁה וְלאֹ  יִכְרַע  לאֹ  כַי  ב  וּמָרְדֳּ ג   “Mordechai 

would not bow to Haman” was their motto. 

After this caused Haman to go 

berserk, and legislate a decree 

to destroy Klal Yisroel, 

Mordechai became even more 

extreme, as it says:   ֹם וְלא לאֹ קָּ

ע   טזָּ ה  אסתר   he didn’t even 

budge! Notice how Mordechai 

is M'vazeh himself screaming in 

the streets! (Surely a lot of the 

Novardok Shita of “Pratim” 

comes from Mordechai, who 

was a major source of their 

Shita).                                              ** 

Novardokers had to work on themselves 

plenty to get the way they were. R' Galinsky 

used to come to Lakewood annually, and 

entertain the Yeshiva when he was there for 

Purim. He had jokes and songs, and he was 

always by the microphone. Doing this is a 

perfect Novardok “Prat”, where you break 

your Middos (especially your fear of people) 

and you do a Mitzva at the same time!        *** 

Someone asked R’ Orlansky Zatzal (the last 

living Talmid of the Alter) about Purim in 

Novardok. He said that there was not enough 

money to buy wine; only the Rosh Yeshiva 

had some, and he gave “Shirayim”. For 

Mishloach Manos, everyone received a raisin 

& a nut, along with a little note, on which was 

written all your Maalos & Chesronos…       ****  

If two friends wrote the same Chisaron (e.g., 

Ga'ava), then you were expected to take their 

observation seriously; and Novardokers were 

experts in dealing with Middos. If only one 

person said a Chisaron, then you ignored it. I 

heard the same thing from a son of one of the 

Talmidim of R’ Gershon Liebman Zatzal. He 

told me that his father would send a Mussar 

note along with their Mishloach Manos.     *****    

He joked: “Everyone else was having a 

happy Purim, while we had a Tisha B'av!” I 

saw letters written between Novardokers. 

They had a tremendous love for 

each other (like brothers, 

Mamash), and were mainly 

concerned with each other’s 

Ruchaniyus. In Sefer Mevakesh 

HaShleimus I saw a letter where 

one Novardoker reprimands his 

friend for not getting involved in 

Zikkui HaRabbim. He is very 

upset with his friend’s Anava 

P'sula (misplaced humility).  ******  

Novardokers get very upset with 

Shiflus, and demand doing what 

is necessary, with no fear of a Basar V'dam. 

People have Kin'ah for all those “better 

people”; e.g., the wealthy, famous, the 

popular, the personalities, the Menahalim, 

Roshei Yeshivos, Admorim, those who are 

famous and respected, etc. In Novardok, 

they laughed at all these “people who 

really made it.” The world is full of Dimyon 

and Redifas HaKavod.                               ******* 

Halevai we would have such fear and 

admiration for Hashem as we have for all 

those “loudmouths” and “noisemakers” who 

made it into the newspapers. This is exactly 

Haman’s sickness; when you become great 

like a Mishneh La’Melech, then you are really 

a zero. With wealth, fame, and “incredible” 

success, comes along a new “incredible” 

Yetzer Hara, that can Chas V'shalom bury 

the person completely!

Going Overboard on Purim 

 

Question: Is it bad that some people may get too drunk on Purim? Is 

it okay to get drunk, or should we just get tipsy? Should we strive to 

do the Ramah's opinion instead? I must admit, that opinion isn't as 

fun... 

 

Answer: You do what gives fun! Nothing more, nothing less. There’s 

enough brokenness. It’s a Mitzva to get high, and to get happy. Don’t 

go meshuga (maybe a little meshuga doesn’t hurt). One of my great 

Rabbeim, on whom they say he had Ruach HaKodesh, told me about 

himself: “I'm a little bit meshuga!”. Welcome to the club of 

meshuga'im. Chazal say: לֶב נֵי הַכָּ פְּ נֵי הַדּוֹר כִּ  the face of the Dor is like פְּ

the face of a dog, which means that we are a lowly Dor, since a Kelev 

(dog) is a symbol of Shiflus (lowliness).  

 

You are allowed to “let go”!  If R' Chaim Kanievsky Zatzal used to say 

“Bu’ha”; how does a Rash'kebe'hag speak like that? Where’s the 

dignity? Because he wanted the Dor to hear: “in this day and age, go 

“Bu’ha” a little bit! Don’t worry so much.  

 

Be happy! Hashem wants happy people. The happier, the better. And 

thank Him for making you a great person. That’s the main part of 

Purim.
